The employee described the suspect as a 
Black male wearing a mask, a black jacket with a fur hood, black pants, and white shoes. This 
investigation is ongoing.

In an emergency situation, an alert will be sent by San Mateo County 
authorized personnel, and you will receive messages on your cell phone or mobile device. Most carriers 
activate the service automatically.

This private network 
ensures that only those who live in your neighborhood can join; users must go through a verification 
process.
